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According to Hoyle
This period of the year is budget preparation time for the church. This is always a difficult process be-
cause resources are limited and needs are great. That story is the same whether it is a church with 50 in
attendance on Sunday or one with 5,000 in attendance. Presently we are running behind in regular of-
fering receipts by 10% of our 2011 need. That makes it even more difficult in the budgeting process.

Many pastors will speak on money a couple of times a year. It never fails that there will be some who
cannot stomach to hear about giving even twice a year and make claims like “That pastor, he always
preaches on money.” It would be amazing to hear their response if the typical pastor preached on giving
and clinging to earthly treasures as much as Jesus did. Jesus spoke more on money than he did on many
of our favorite Christian themes. Bluntly, Jesus would most likely be driven from most pulpits for the
amount of times he spoke on money.

Why did Jesus speak so often on money and giving? It is because he knew that our money and giving
reflect two things concerning human beings. He knew that humans would rather cling to their money
and possessions than cling to God. He knew our use of money and possessions reflects our honest devo-
tion to the Father. Jesus taught that you cannot cling to God and money. Both vie for the title of God
and only one can be God. That is why giving is one true sign of our devotion to the Father. If we cling to
our possessions instead of giving, it shows that God is not our Lord. Money is Lord.

Our ministries at Louisa Baptist Church are hampered due to a lack of resources. There are so many
needs and God is calling all of us to reach our community by meeting needs. Some of you give the tithe
or 10% each month. Some give even greater. Thank you and bless you for your devotion. Sadly many
give 0% or close to it. That is a sad reflection of our trust and love for the Father who gave His Son for
us.

I want to challenge all of our members and it includes my family. Where giving to limited time special
needs is great, giving to the regular ongoing needs is a sign of our constant commitment to God. This
challenge is for everyone no matter what you give. I would like to challenge that beginning in October
each family increase their regular offering giving by 1% (of course more if you can). If you currently
give 0%, move it to 1%. If you give 5%, move it to 6%. If you give 10%, move it to 11%. For those who
are not at the 10% level, continue adding 1% each year until you get to 10%. I think God will bless you
in ways you cannot understand. Some of you need a larger challenge. You may need to increase your
giving by 2% in October.

It breaks my heart to see the great needs we have in our area, yet we have times where we have to say
“No, I am sorry we do not have the resources to help.” Please pray how you can make a difference.
Don’t wait until 2012. Make that difference beginning October 2011. To slightly alter the charge of
Joshua, “As for me and my house, we will take the challenge and increase our gift.”
